INVESTIGATION and INQUEST

On 11 November 2014, | commenced an investigation into the death of
Faiza Hassan Ahmed, aged 31 years. The investigation concluded at the
end of an eight day inquest earlier today.

CIRCUMSTANCES OF THE DEATH

In brief, Faiza Ahmed killed herself by stepping in front of a train,
following contact in the two days leading up to her death with the
Metropolitan Police Service, the London Ambulance Service and the
Poplar Job Centre. Fuller circumstances are detailed in the narrative
attached.

CORONER’S CONCERNS

During the course of the inquest, the evidence revealed matters giving
rise to concern. In my opinion, there is a risk that future deaths will occur
unless action is taken. In the circumstances, it is my statutory duty to
report to you.

The MATTERS OF CONCERN are encompassed within the jury’'s
determination attached.

ACTION SHOULD BE TAKEN

In my opinion, action should be taken to prevent future deaths and |
believe that and your organisations have the power to take such action.

YOUR RESPONSE

You are under a duty to respond to this report within 56 days of the date
of this report, namely by 21 March 2016. I, the coroner, may extend the
period.

Your response must contain details of action taken or proposed to be
taken, setting out the timetable for action. Otherwise you must explain
why no action is proposed.
