A copy
of the judgment in final form as handed down should be available on The National
Archives website shortly thereafter or can be obtained on request from the
Administrative Court Office.”

2. At the published date and time, the judgment will be sent by the ACO, attached to an
email in the following terms
“l attach the judgment in this case by way of hand down, which will be deemed to have
occurred at [Listed Time and Date].”

3. The final/approved version of the judgment will have this wording on the front page
“Remote hand down. This judgment was handed down remotely at [time] on [date] by
circulation to the parties or their representatives by email and by release to The

National Archives.”
