AND UPON consideration of the Terrorism Act 2000 (Proscribed Organisations) (Amendment) Order 2025 (“2025 Order”);
AND UPON consideration of the Respondent’s application for judicial review filed on 27 June 2025 and issued on 30 June 2025;
AND UPON consideration of the Divisional Court’s order dated 25 February 2026 inter alia allowing the Respondent’s claim in part, quashing the Decision and the 2025 Order (subject to a stay), and allowing the Appellant’s application for permission to appeal (“25 February 2026 Order”);
AND UPON consideration of other orders previously made in this case;
AND UPON consideration of the Respondent’s application for permission to cross-appeal the 25 February 2026 Order;
AND UPON hearing counsel for the Appellant and the Respondent on 28, 29 and 30 April 2026;
AND UPON the Court handing down judgment on 15 June 2026;
AND UPON the Respondent indicating that she intends to apply to the Court of Appeal for permission to appeal to the Supreme Court in accordance with CPR 52.3B;
IT IS ORDERED THAT:
[bookmark: _Ref213385668]The Appellant’s appeal is allowed.
Paragraph 2 of the 25 February 2026 Order (quashing the Decision and the 2025 Order) is set aside.
The Respondent’s application for permission to cross-appeal is refused. 
Paragraph 6 of the 25 February 2026 Order (concerning the costs of proceedings before the Administrative Court and the Divisional Court, save for the costs of the application for interim relief) is set aside.
Subject to paragraph 6 below, and save for the costs already awarded under paragraph 7 of the 25 February 2026 Order, the Respondent shall pay the Appellant’s costs of and occasioned by the proceedings before the Administrative Court, the Divisional Court and the Court of Appeal, to be assessed on the standard basis if not agreed. 
Paragraph 5 of this order is stayed pending the final determination of any appeal to the Supreme Court.
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
